

 Viewing transcripts and images
Once you have found an entry that you are interested in it is possible to view either an image of the household schedule or a transcript of the household entry.  There is a charge (in credits) for viewing both of these items.  To view an image costs 30 credits and to view a transcript costs 10 credits. Credits can be purchased by buying a Find My Past voucher or by using your credit/debit card on the website. Vouchers cost £5.00 and have 40 credits available to use. The Archive Service has a stock of vouchers available for sale at all of its service points. Please contact us if you wish to purchase a voucher. We do not recommend that you use your own credit/debit card on the public access computers in our reading rooms as security of personal details cannot be guaranteed.

What information the Census contains





The 1911 Census was taken on Sunday 2 April 1911 and covered England and Wales. Like previous censuses it recorded all households, plus institutions such as prisons, workhouses, naval vessels and merchant vessels, and it also attempted to make an approximate count of the homeless. It included the address of the individual, their age, who they were living with, occupation, and place of birth. It also records any visitors or lodgers on census night, any servants that the household had and whether they were an employer or employee.





For the first time the household schedules have been retained and it is these copies which have been digitised. So it is a chance to see the information recorded in your ancestor’s own handwriting. The enumerators’ summary books will be available later after the initial launch. Additional new information was recorded (depending on the circumstances of the individual) about the duration of their marriage and the number of children born alive, still living and number of children who had died.  This obviously helps when trying to trace marriages of your ancestors or children who died. This information was collected because the government was concerned about the falling birth rate.  





In the first release not all counties are available but Staffordshire is in the first release. See overleaf for a list of the counties currently available.





Early release and sensitive information





The 1911 Census has been released earlier than originally planned due to a decision made by the Information Commissioner in December 2006 under the Freedom of Information Act. However under the ruling sensitive information has not been released and so some parts of the census schedule are blanked out. Typically this is the last column which gives information about an individual’s infirmity and health. The 1911 census will be fully released on 3 January 2012.





Searching the Census





The 1911 Census is currently only available from the dedicated website 1911census.co.uk and is not available through any subscription website. It is being delivered by Find My Past.com but is not initially available through their subscription site.  The Archive Service has dedicated public access computers to allow you to search this site and other family history sites.  The search facility allows you to search by name including year and place of birth, location, and other members of the household.  The site also allows you to search by place which includes street, county and residential place.
